Project templates should go into app/ Resour ces/ vi ews. Inheritance

They can then be referenced in code without any prefix, for example app/ Resour ces/ vi ews/ co
ntent/full.htm.tw g canbe referenced in twig templates or PHP as content/ful | . ht m
.twig.

Assets

Project assets should go into the web folder, and can be referenced as relative to the root, for
example web/ j s/ script. s can be referenced as j s/ scri pt.j s from templates.

All project assets are accessible through the web/ asset s path.

Configuration

Configuration may go into app/ conf i g. However, services definitions from AppBundl e should go
into sr ¢/ AppBundl e/ Resour ces/ confi g.

Versioning a project

The recommended method is to version the whole ezplatform repository. Per installation
configuration should use par aneters. yn .

eZ Platform Configuration

eZ Platform configuration is delivered using a number of dedicated configuration files. This config
covers everything from selecting the content repository to siteaccesses to language settings.

Configuration format

Config files can have different formats. The recommended one is YAML, which is used
by default in the kernel (and in examples throughout the documentation). However, you
can also have configuration in XML or PHP formats.

Basic configuration handling in eZ Platform is similar to the usual Symfony config. To use it, you
define key/value pairs in your configuration files. Internally and by convention, keys follow a dot
syntax where the different segments follow your configuration hierarchy. Keys are usually prefixed
by a namespace corresponding to your application. Values can be anything, including arrays and
deep hashes.

Configuration files

Main configuration files are located in the app/ conf i g folder.

If you use the provided AppBundl e, service definitions from it should go into sr ¢/ AppBundl e/ Re
sources/ config.

® paraneters.ym contains infrastructure-related configuration. It is created based on the
default settings defined in par anet ers. ynl . di st.

® config.ym contains configuration stemming from Symfony and covers settings such as
search engine or cache configuration.

® ezpl atformym contains general configuration that is specific for eZ Platform, like for
example siteaccess settings.

® security.ynl isthe place for security-related settings.

® routing.ym defines routes that will be used throughout the application.

Configuration can be made environment-specific using separate files for each environment. These
files will contain additional settings and point to the general (not environment-specific) configuration
that will be applied in other cases.
