The XmIText Field Type

The XmlIText Field Type isn't officially supported by eZ Platform. It can be installed by requiring ezsystems/ezplatform-xmltext-fieldtype.
PlatformUI does not support wysiwyg editing of this type of Field.

This Field Type validates and stores formatted text using the eZ Publish legacy format, ezxml.

I nput object is intended as a vector for different input formats. It should accept input value in a foreign format and convert it to the Field Type's
internal format.

It should implement abstract eZ\ Publ i sh\ Cor e\ Fi el dType\ Xm Text\ | nput class, which defines only one method:
