One can add information to the Identity object making the resulted hash vary. This can be done by registering  .Identity definers

 

For this, all you need to do is to declare a service with  tag. ezpublish.identity_definer Class for this service must implement eZ\Publis
h\SPI\User\IdentityAware interface.
