Form Block fields

In the Fields tab you can add fields to the form by dragging them from the menu on
the right.

All fields have five settings in common:

Option Description
Name Name of the field.
Admin label Alternative, shorter version of the name.

This will be used as as the column
name in the results table.

Help text Additional explanatory text.

Placeholder text The text that fills the field before the
user fills in their content.

Required Whether filling in the field is necessary
for the form to be submitted.

Available fields

At the moment you can add three kinds of fields to a form:

® Single Line Text
® Paragraph Text
* Email

Fields can have their own specific settings, namely:



For Single Line Text you can also define Minimum length and Maximum length of the
text, and the Regular expression for validating the input content. Email can also have
the Regular expression specified.
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
